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The hymn “Be Thou My Vision”
started as an ancient Irish folk song.
Tradition has it that the song came to be
surrounding a story of St. Patrick’s gentle
defiance of a pagan Irish king.
Whatever origins this song has, it came
into its present form in the early 20®
century, when it was translated into
English by the Irish woman Mary Byrne,
and then several years later was
versified by Eleanor Hull. It is a
beautiful hymn of adoration and devotion
that from that time has become a
treasured work of art in churches across
the globe. Due to space restrictions in
this newsletter we will just look at the first
two verses of this hymn.

“Be Thou my vision, O Lord of my
heart” is the first line of the hymn. These
words are sung so often that it is easy to
forget what they imply. The choice to
begin the song with this request that the
Lord “be our vision” is truly interesting.
Is it not our eyes that are our guide as we
walk through our days? We retrieve so
much information about our environment
through our eyes. What if we were to
see what God sees? How would our lives
be different? The “vision” also has the
connotations of decision-making and
planning for the future. When we ask

the Lord to be our vision, we are
allowing Him sovereignty over every
decision we make, no matter how big or
small. His vision shows us the poor and
needy around us and the path we are to
go by, and we must sacrifice our own
vision, our own desires, in order to obey.
The eponymous line is truly a hard prayer
to pray.

The first verse finishes with this
proclamation that the Lord is all we need;
day and night, He sustains us: “Naught
be all else to me, save that Thou art /
Thou my best thought by day or by night
/ Waking or sleeping, Thy presence, my
light.” All else is nothing, when compared
to the Lord! As John 1:3 says, all that
exists is because of Him!

The second verse begins with a
petition that the Lord be “wisdom” and
“true word” for us. This continues the
theme laid down in the first two lines of
the song, that God be the Lord of our
decisions and in control of our lives.
Proverbs 9:10 says, “The fear of the Lord
is the beginning of wisdom, and
knowledge of the Holy One is
understanding.” These words have such
weight. The next lyrics “I ever with
Thee, and Thou with me, Lord / Thou my
great Father, and I Thy true son/ Thou in
me dwelling, and I with Thee one” paint
a portrait of the intimacy between God
and Christian. It is intimacy likened to
that between a father and son. The Lord
is our Father, our loving and protecting
Caregiver, and He gives us the
righteousness of Christ’s blood and the
grace of the Holy Spirit, by whose power
we become sanctified, growing more and
more in Christ-likeness.

What deep words! This hymn is one
of my favorites, and I hope it is one of
yours as well. As we live in light of the
Lord’s grace, pray that He be our Vision.
